COURSE DESCRIPTION:


Intermediate Art is the second course for art study at University High School. The course emphasizes what you have already learned about the study of the elements of art and principles of design, color theory, vocabulary, art criticism, art history, and safety in Beginning Art.  Students will have new experiences in producing two-dimensional and three-dimensional artworks that take what you have learned in Beginning to the next level. Students may decide upon completion of this course to continue in their artistic endeavors by taking Advanced Art and AP Studio Art. However, students may also just want to take a second art class without the pressure of completing a portfolio and that is perfectly acceptable. 
This course earns students 1 credit of Fine Arts for graduation.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

The performance goals for this course are based on the Arizona Standards for the Arts. 

Upon completion of this course students will:

1. Use a variety of materials, tools, and techniques in artwork.

2. Use elements of art and principles of design in artwork. 

3. Create artworks to communicate ideas, meanings, and/or purposes.

4. Apply criteria to assess the quality of in-progress and finished artwork.  

5. Analyze and interpret contextual ideas, meanings, and purposes of art from diverse cultures and time periods. 

6. Draw thoughtful conclusions about the significance of art. 

REQUIRED MATERIALS:

· 11" X 14" Sketch Book

· a variety of pencils (wooden, no mechanical)
· an eraser

Other materials will be provided in class; unless there is a special media that a student wants to explore that is unavailable in the classroom materials or if a student particularly loves one type of media and wants to purchase their own supplies to use in class and at home. There will be space to store these in class. For example: drawing pencil set, colored pencils, scissors, oil pastels or acrylic or watercolor paint. 
ATTENDANCE POLICY:
All students are expected to attend every class and be ready to give his/her full attention when the bell rings.  The only valid excuses for missing class are illness, a family emergency or other event cleared with the instructor ahead of time. You will receive a weekly participation grade of 20 points. If you are late to class or miss class for any unexcused absence you will loose 5 points per day that you miss. Discuss any pre-planed excused absences before your absence or you will also lose your daily points for the day you were absent. 

GRADING POLICY:
Students will be graded on their class work and Sketch Book assignments. These works will be discussed and critiqued in class on the due date. Critiques, quizzes, and sketchbook checks will generally occur on Wednesday.

LATE WORK:
Late work will be accepted up to one week past the due date. Five points will be deducted for each day that it is late. There will be no make-up time in class for assignments.  If a student is absent, all work must be completed outside of class.  If a student is absent on a due date, the student must turn in the work when they return to class.

CONFERENCE / ADVISORY PERIOD:
All students are welcome to see the teacher during conference period on Monday, to discuss their artwork, grades, plus, work on assignments. Tuesdays during conference period is when RUHS Art Club meets.
ARTISTIC INTEGRITY:
Students are expected to develop their own personal imagery. All artwork created must be original. If a student uses photographs or published images there must be significant changes so that the original reference is no longer recognizable. It is important for each student to develop their artistic voice and move beyond mere duplication. If you submit work that makes use of photographs, published images, and/or other artists’ works, you must show substantial and significant development beyond duplication to ensure personal artistic ownership in the work. Plagiarism, using an image (even in another medium) that was made by someone else, is unethical and it will not be allowed in this course. If you use other work or photographs as an inspiration, you will write about what photos or works of art that inspired you in your self-reflection. Include the website and/or title where you found this inspirational piece. 

COMPETITIONS AND ART EXHIBITS:
Students will be expected to participate in several competitions throughout the year.  Each student must submit to the Boost T-Shirt Design competition and the Planner Cover competition during the year. Every student is required to exhibit their art work in Arts Under the Stars at the end of the year May 16th, 2020.
SKETCHBOOK:
Creating a high quality body of artwork involves many components that will be taught and refined in sketchbook assignments there will be a sketchbook assignment turned in on the school day closest to the last day each month. It is expected that you spend at least 2 hours outside of class on every formal sketchbook assignment. Do not expect to get full points for a sketchbook assignment if it is obvious you worked on it for one hour or less!!!

Students will use their sketchbook to explore various media and approaches to problem solving, for brainstorming and idea generation as they develop and refine their ideas and explore ways to put them into visual form. The sketchbook will include visual ideas, notes, vocabulary, plans, short assignments, quick sketches, media experimentation, reference images as well as process and project reflections. 

CRITIQUE:

Throughout the year, students will be expected to display their works, both in progress and completion for critiques. Critiques may include the interaction from the entire class, a partner, a small group individual or be written.  The goal of critiques is to facilitate students in the development of the art vocabulary and identify what demonstrates "quality" in art work. Each person must produce their personal response and maintain artistic integrity. Critiques are your chance to really look at your classmates work and give them feedback. Remember that no one wants to be overly criticized. Therefore, we will always give positive statements about a piece as well as constructive criticism.
